COISTITUTIONAL CHANGE TO QUALIFY CHAIIRER AS
A THON-PROF SANY FOR TAXATION PURPOSDS :

Detalils of the necessity to change the Constitution
of the Chamber and of the amended wording to Paragraph 24
necessary to conform to the requirements of the Deputy
Commissioner of Taxation had been circulated to members.
In view of this there was no discucsion on the matter and
it was moved by lMr. Pooks seconded Mr. Freeman that Paragraph
24 be amended by deleting the following words:-

"but shall be paid to and distributead equally
anong the distributor members only provided
always that"

Paragraph 24 would then read as follows:-

"If upon the winding up or dissolution of the
Chamber there remains after the satisfaction
of its debts and liabilities any assets whatso-
ever the same =hall not be paid or distributed
anong the members of the Chamber but in the
event of the winding up the Chamber may direct
that any such assets shall be transferred or
made over to any body or association having
objects similer to those of the Chamber.™

The motion on the change of Constitution was carricd unaninously,

FORMATION OF THE SOUTH AUSTRALIAN

Before opening this matter for general discussion the
President explained to memberse +he need for the development
of a strong body representative of Franchised Dealers in
South Australia. He covered in some detail the prctracted
negotiations between C....I, of S.A. and S.i...2.C. and pointed
out the only practical way that it would be possibvle for

C.A.I. of S.A, and S,A.4.0.C. Franchised Dealers o ~~ame
united was through dissolution of C..i.I. of ... e1d the
formation of a new Division of S.A.A.C.C. by univing with the
Franchised Dealer Section of S...4.C.C.. Affiiiatic Hetween

C.ivoT. of S.A., and S.)0.0.C.0. wvas rendered extremely difficult
by the major Constitutional changes which wouli be required

by S.A.A.C.C. to conform with that body's responsib:lities
under the Conciliation and .rbitration .ct.

The President and nerbers of the Executive Comiittee
of C..i.I., of 5.4, felt so strongly about the need for strong
represeniation of all dealers that they had no hesitation in
recommending the dissolution of C....I. of S... s5 that this
most important aspect of unification of dealer forces could
be brought about

The motion was put to the’meeting and ecarried unanimously.,

The President wished it to be recorded in the minutes
that he extended a vote of thanks to the Executive Committes
of C.A.I. of S.A, on the work they had put in over the past
months to achieve the objective of development of a strong
dealer Ifranchised force in South Australia. He was strong in
his belief that major benefits would come to the dealer Corce
from the new organisation and anticipated a minimm of 90%
of dealers would be members. Such a strong voice as this
would have nothing but bereficial results in negotiations
at any level,

Mr, Freeman referred to the inmediate objective, the
Dealer Convention on April 28th, and asked for some details
of the actual nature of the meeting,

IIr, Ullett advised that preliminary plans had been
formed to have the meeting at Rothman's Theatre in the
Showgrounds, Wayville commencing at 2.30 Dellee Mr. J.H.H,
Alkin, B.Comm., recognised as one of the leading economists
in the industry and promotor of a trade mnagazine known as
Mutomotive Industry Matters would be the Guest Speaker and
would deal with the matters pertinent to the industry and
give his impressions of trends in the foreseeable future,

Subsequent to Mr. Aikin'c speech objectives and
programmnes of S.A.R.C.A.I., would be announced and opportunity
taken To elect an Executive Committee and plan for a series
of country meetings. Mr. Ullett mentioned to the meeting
how impressed he had been with the strong speech by Mr. Lyman
V. Slack, President of I,i,D.Lh. of U.S.\. at the recent
Dealer Convention in Melbourne, XA tape of Mr. Slack's
Speech had been received from C.A.I. of Vie. and this would
be available for use at Dealer neetings.

Ire J.W. Taylor, President of S.A.A.C.C., expressed
appreciation of the decision by C...I. of S.A. taken during
his tern of office as President of S.\.A.C.C.. He was
quite convinced that the fcrmation of S.A.R.C.A.I. would
result in better representation for the dealer forece and
it gave him considerable pride in achievement that this
uniting of dealer forces had materialised during his tin-
as President of S.ihei:0.Ce:

Iir. T'reeman reportcd on activities within the Fed:ial
body of the .ustralian Retail Chambers of .utomotive
Industries (\i.3.C.i.I.) and advised that an anpointment
had bcen made of a Secretary Director to take up duties in
Melbourne in three weeks time. The initial responsibility
of the Secretary Director would be to set about the task of
implementing the ten point objectives established by the

to implement a similar programme in this State and ensure
that there was no tardiness in effectively making S.A.R.C.A,I,
work for dealer benefits.

ifr. Pooks enquired when Ifr. Slack's speech would be
available for general publication. He was advised by the
Executive Director that a copy of the speech was anticipated
from Melbourne within the next couple of weeks and immediately
it was here it would be released to all members prcbably
through publication in the Notor Trade Journal,

Mr, McDonald also referred to Mr. Slack'!'s speech
and stressed that steps taken at the meeting to unite the
dealer force would greatly assist in overconming weaknesses
which Mr. Slack considered were applicable in Australia
today just as they were in the United States twenty years
agoe.

There was considerable discussion on the desiradility
of forming a new association for the promotion of motor shows
and Mr. McDonald posed the questions as to whether such a
new body would require a new Constitution and whether it
would be mecessary to ensure that it functioned as a non~
profit company to minimise tax.

Ir, Ullett replied yes# to both questions,

Ir., McDonald expressed the opinion that S.A.R.C.i.I.
would shortly need various Sections in addition to being
purely representative of Franchiscd Dealer groups, It
could be that Sections would be needed for heavy duty
trucks etc. sc why not have a Section for Show Exhibitors.
This would eliminate the necessity for anothexr organisation
and another Constitution as although S.A.R.C.4A.I, would
have its own operational by-laws it would be bound by the
Constitution of S.A.A.C.C, and would not have any fuxrther
tax problems.

Mr. Freeman explained why it was considered necessary
that an Automotive Exhibitors Association be formed rather
than have it as a section of S,A.R.C.A.I.. It had been
ascertained during negotiations between C.A.I. of S.A. and
S.h.isC.C, that it would not be possible for an affiliation
4o be effected and for S...R.C.A.I, to be an autonomous
associate of S.A.A.C.C.. Consequently Foundation Members
of C.A,I, of S.A. could no longer expect to obtain autonomy
under the rules of S.A.A.C.C, when it came to a question of
promoting Show activities. As Foundation Members wished
to retain this autonomy the only way possible would be
through the formation of a separate body to promote Show
Displays.

Ir. McDonald asked would it not be possible for by-
laws to be prepared to cope with tThis problen.

Mr, Taylor advised that it would be impossible for
a Section or Division of S...l.C.C, to be autonomous and
that it would not be possible to overcome this problem by
introduction of any by-laws. The S.A.A.C.C. Board of
Management did not consider the matter of great current
importance and did not feel that there was any necessity
to ask C.A.I, of S.A. to bring the Show activity under the
jurisdiction of S.A.R.C.A.I, as it had always been regarded
as o matter for separate control.



Mr., Ullett referred to the fact that International
Harvester Co, would most likely be unable to be a member of
The S.A.1.C.C. because of Industrial ..wards as that company
operated under directions fron its Head Office and did not
necessarily conform witin .wards applicable through S.A.A.C.C..
Consequently failure to be a member of S.A.A.C.C, will
automatically put ther: out of Shows. Their only way of
remaining as a Show Exhibitor would be through membership
of the JAutomotive Exhibitors Association,

I, Thomson pointed out that there was also a
possibility that similar circumstances could affect other
nanufacturer distributor organisations such as Leyland,
Renault etc,. '
